Special Requirements for all Master's Degrees

Students are required to maintain a grade point average of 3.0 or better in
all courses applied to the degree. A grade of C or below in any course will
not count toward the Master of Arts or Master of Fine Arts degree.

Attendance Requirement

The program requires one summer intensive and two weekend
residencies in the Fall and Spring semesters during the coursework.
