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The master's degree in Counseling and Development prepares students
for a career in counseling. Students may choose a focal area of interest
in either Clinical Mental Health Counseling (designed to meet educational
requirements for Licensed Professional Counselor (LPC) licensure) or
School Counseling (designed to meet educational requirements of the
State Board for Educator Certification and LPC). With these credentials,
many graduates serve as mental health or career counselors in agencies,
private practice, colleges/universities, or government settings.

The M.S. in Counseling and Development is accredited by the Council
for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs
(CACREP).
