Students completing the Bachelor of Science degree in Early Childhood
Education take courses in early childhood development and methods to
prepare for educational careers in a variety of early childhood settings.
The course of study includes the requisites for seeking certification in the
State of Texas as a highly qualified educator of young children. Students
will choose an emphasis on special education, English as a Second
Language, or bilingual education for additional certification as part of the
120-semester hour program.

Students selecting this degree plan will take courses to prepare them

to be elementary school educators who can teach all subjects in
prekindergarten through 3rd-grade classrooms.

Undergraduate Student Advising
